	· Once students have been re-introduced to concept of fractions. Use plastic fraction shapes. Ask students to recognise and write down fractions in workbooks using plastic shapes. I.e present students with a whole shape, then take a piece away and ask them to write down what the fraction would be. 
· Extend the task by using larger shapes. 
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	· Small collaborative group.

· Open ended questions to clarify learning and ask for explanation.

· Observation of student confidence in answering.

	Teaching Approaches

	10 minutes

	· Using wooden fraction shapes. Extend the task by  asking students to compare fractions. 
· Using 24 block wooden shape and smaller, 4,6 and 12 piece wooden blocks stacked on top. Aim to teach students 12/24 equates to a half. 4 out of 24 equates to 1/6. Introduce multiplication as a method of checking answers.
Ask students to compare fractions and decipher which is bigger by using multiplication. Could utilise tasks from website: http://www.mathsisfun.com/comparing-fractions.html if students get to this stage. 
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	· Small collaborative group.

· Open ended questions to clarify learning and ask for explanation. 
· Use of school resources.
